SUMMARY CMOC Operations

CMOC Objectives
EXAMPLE: 
1. Maintain situational awareness of real time medical surge capability and Medical infrastructure
2. Maintain readily deployable assets to support medical operations as requested
3. Monitor conditions (weather, traffic, events) for adverse effects to long term care facilities and healthcare facilities and agencies
4. Assist local jurisdictions as requested
5. Assist healthcare facilities and agencies with guidance and resource requests when needed
6. Monitor healthcare needs and maintain constant communications with Hospitals, Long term Care facilities, Home based and outpatient services, dialysis, EMS and other health clinics, also serving as a link between the various types of providers.
7. Patient tracking and assistance with placement as requested.
8. Assistance in placement, evacuation, and repatriation of medical population in the SETRAC area.

Jurisdictions with Disaster Declarations
EXAMPLE: A National Emergency declaration was issued by Federal Government on 3/13/20, and a State Declaration for Texas on 3/13/20. All SETRAC Counties (25) have declared a local disaster. No local disasters have been declared in SETRAC’s region due to weather.
EXAMPLE: A State Disaster Declaration for 23 counties issued 8.23.2020. Of those, 11 reside in SETRAC Southeast Texas Region: Orange, Jefferson, Chambers, Liberty, Harris, Galveston, Brazoria, Hardin, Matagorda, Newton, and Jasper
